BRIDE'S ROOM
A bride's room is available for the bride and her attendants to use in preparation for the wedding.
PHOTOGRAPHS
No flash photographs may be taken during the ceremony. Time exposures from the Narthex are permitted, and photos may be taken of the recessional. Pictures may be taken in the reception area at any time or in the sanctuary after the ceremony. Video is allowable if the camera set-up does not disrupt the ceremony.
GENERAL INFORMATION
All members of the wedding party should be present at the rehearsal, including parents of the couple.
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The Wedding License and the balance of payment due should be given to the Pastor 7 days before the wedding.
Smoking is not permitted in any of the church buildings.
The use of alcoholic beverages is not permitted on the premises.
Rice, confetti and birdseed may not be thrown in the buildings or on the outside walks. If this rule is violated, an additional custodial fee will be charged.
Music Selection for Your Wedding Service
Contact the Pianist as soon as possible to go over what kind of music you would like played at your wedding. Also if you would like a soloist at your service, contact one as soon as possible and discuss what kind of music you would like. Then let the pastor know what the music selection will be.

FIRST STEP: SET THE DATE
Call the church office to set the date you wish to reserve the sanctuary and/or Fellowship Hall for your wedding. The date is reserved upon receipt of the deposit. 
WHO WILL OFFICIATE?
CVUMC's pastor is available to perform wedding ceremonies in our sanctuary, and couples being married here are expected to ask our pastor to officiate at the rites. An ordained minister or pastor of another established church may be invited to participate, but as a courtesy please consult with our pastor first.
MEETING OUR PASTOR
All weddings will be preceded by counseling sessions with the pastor. The first session should be scheduled when you reserve the church for your wedding. It is the couple's responsibility to make this appointment. 
MUSIC
The church pianist will be used for all weddings. You may contact the pianist directly regarding the selection of music or use of a soloist.
WEDDING HOSTESS
The church wedding hostess is responsible for assisting and guiding you with all your wedding plans. She will also direct the rehearsal and wedding. Contact her as soon as you reserve the date for your wedding.
FLOWERS
The couple is responsible for making all arrangements with a florist for bouquets, decorations, aisle runner and any additional candelabra. The floral arrangements should be delivered one hour before the ceremony.
